PUGET SOUND REGIONAL POLICY
VOLLEYBALL PLAYING PARENTS WITH CHILDREN AT THE SITE

Effective:  March 29th, 2002

Purpose:  To insure that children at the site or on the grounds are under 
control, before, during and after a tournament.  Therefore, the children will 
be safe and well supervised by an adult.  


1. Children will be attended at all times by an adult, 18 or over, when 
inside the facility or on the grounds of the facility.


2. Parents, if playing, must have another adult, 18 or over, in direct 
charge of caring for their children and responsible for supervision of the children.  
This means no child will be left unattended. 


3. In the event of unattended children in the facility or on the grounds, 
the parents will be located, and if playing, will be asked to assume direct supervision of their child(ren) and be removed from the game until proper supervision is obtained 


4. In the event of unattended children in the facility, the parents are responsible to comply with the direction of the Site Manager, Tournament Host, and Day Official.

Note: This means complying with the rules of the Site, the Tournament, etc. 
If any of the three directors, asks that the parents take immediate action in 
regards to the behavior of the child or children, the response must be immediate.  
If immediate action is not taken and the action does not follow the 
instructions of one of the directors, then the children and the parents will be asked to leave the facility.  


5. This is a no tolerance policy for unattended children.  The liability is substantial to the School, the Region, the Site Manager, the Host, and the Day Official in the event of injury.

6. If removal of a parent/player results in the team not having enough players, that team will be disqualified from the tournament and a refund is not granted.
